How it Works

We use GoToMeeting sessions to provide us with both online and audio channels. If you’ve attended a Friday Free Broadcast, this is like your own private session in which you can not only ask questions but choose the content covered in your session. 

· Call in to the number provided and use either your phone or a microphone and headset—whatever works for you.

· Ask as many questions as you need; move at your pace.  

· Tutoring hours are between 10 AM – 6 PM Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday, plus 9 AM – 1 PM (some) Saturdays.

Case Studies

March, 2011

1. Jonathan M.

Washington

Series 66 – PASS – 87%

Notes: after passing his Series 7, Jonathan immediately scheduled several 2-hour sessions of Series 66 tutoring.  Going through practice questions with a private tutor obviously helped him understand the fundamental concepts on this very difficult exam.

February, 2011

2. Jonathan M.

Washington

Series 7 – PASS – 86%

Notes: Jonathan decided early on that he did not want to learn the Series 7 material all on his own, so he hired a tutor to help explain practice questions as he worked through them.  After several 3-hour sessions, he obviously learned what he needed to know by passing the Series 7 with an unusually high score.
